Invitations are sent to families in need through local social services agencies and churches.
Eligibility to attend a Christmas Shoppe is based on financial need.
Christmas Shoppe is set-up like a holiday gift boutique. Guests come and choose new toys,
games, sporting goods, electronics, and clothes at no cost to them. Childcare also is provided
while parents shop!
Festivities vary at each location, but most include photos with Santa, entertainment, hospitality
and gift wrapping.
